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Aim: To examine the potential of teacher(s) led websites for e-learning 

Question: Can Teachers be their own masters in the e-learning environment?

Description: I intend to look at the schoolhistory website (www.schoolhistory.co.uk) and examine the potential for teachers to create their own e-learning environments through coalitions and forums. 

The site has two main strands; a well developed bank of resources, strategies, administrative policies as well as case studies and, a set of forums for teachers and students. It has one numerous awards and rave reviews from TES, Guardian and Times Newspapers and many of the contributors have their own websites and give their resources freely.

The project examines the nature of the site and questions of this type of site is sustainable or in the end will it be too big a project.(

Data will be collected by looking at forum based approaches to building e-learning for both staff and students, the number of downloads of resources and hopefully an interview with several members of the forum and the site owner. Other data will be the examination of data of the forum, most popular topics, number of forum members over time, and their most popular topics – in essence, the examination of the types of forum members.

Review: The review will look at how the site will continue - what will be the next phase, what are the planned difficulties - can teachers without LEA or government backing pull off such a venture in the long term? Can it be kept alive - if so how? And in the final summation - what makes sites like this work?
